Engaging You - Post Indaba Stakeholder Engagement

Following on the National Lotteries Board Indaba held in September 2014 in Gauteng, we are rolling out

Post Indaba Stakeholder Engagements (PISE) in all provinces. This is part of the commitment to visit all
provinces in order to reinforce Indaba resolutions.

The focus of the 2015 PISE is to create platforms for closer engagement with stakeholders and benefi-

ciaries, and to bring an understanding to stakeholders of how the NLB functions, and what stakeholders

at the Boards/Management of beneficiary organisations.

In February and March 2015, two engagements were held in Mpumalanga and the Northern Cape . The
managers for the provincial offices were also introduced as Mzwandile Ngubane for Mpumalanga, and
Clive Moses for Northern Cape. The engagement took the form of a Stakeholder Roundtable, where
delegates interacted with the leadership of the NLB, bringing a spotlight to the challenges that they
face with regards to governance.

Provincial leadership and strategic stakeholders from departments such as Social Development formed

part of these panels. The Stakeholder engagements also comprised

breakaway commissions where delegates deliberated on Governance,
Financial Management and Legal Compliance.

Delegates raised critical areas of possible improvement on the part of the

funder, while NLB representatives gave advice on how to overcome certain

challenges with the aid of the strategic partners in government.

*Once all provinces have been engaged, a summary report with frequently asked questions and answers will be made available on the NLB
website. Dates for remaining provinces will be announced in due course.
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The National Lotteries Board will soon be known as the National Lotteries Commission. This
follows the amendment of the Lotteries Act, which was signed into law by the state President
in December 2013. The Act was proclaimed in February 2015, and the regulations gazetted in
April.

The mandate of the organisation will remain the same, but the amended Act will add benefits
to how we deliver services to you! We will continue to distribute funds for good, and the
changes ahead will bring improvement while ensuring that we are relevant to the changing
needs of society.

Aligned to the National Development Plan, we remain committed to doing our part for the

elimination of inequalities and the alleviation of poverty.

The Lotteries Act as amended will provide the following benefits:

- Allow for proactive funding

- Allow for an organ of state to run the national lottery if the licenced operator fails
to meet their obligations

- Appoint Distributing Agencies permanently to speed up the process of
adjudication

- Remove reference to Reconstruction and Development Programme
(RDP) in the Act

The transition will culminate in the rebranding of the organisation.
This will help to:

- Clear confusion between NLB/NLDTF and the Lottery Operator
- Unify the NLB and the NLDTF logos into one
